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Assessors often seem to think that economic obsolescence is a

figment of a taxpayer’s imagination, when in fact, it is very real.

Traditional notions of economic obsolescence include external

factors such as industry changes or job market issues; however,

factors such as climate change and tariffs can also impact a

property’s value.
